Posting of Grades and Protecting your Privacy

of the attorneys, | will post grades according to a password that you select. Your password will consist of up to 6
digits of capitalized letters and/or numbers (all letters, all numbers, or mixed) with no spaces. Grades will be sorted
by the alpha-numeric passwords before they are posted, so both Mr. Aaron and Ms. Zachariah may end up in the
middle of the listing; and, Mr. Jones may be the first one listed. You may use anything that is easy to remember--like
the last digits of your Social Security number, or your house number, or your zip code, or your zip code in reverse
order, or the name of your dog, snake or significant other. Avoid obvious words like "GATOR".

If you would prefer that your grades not be posted on the internet, even with a password that only you and |
know, then leave the password boxes blank and sign the appropriate statement below. If you sign below, you will
have to find me in my office to receive your grade. | will not give grades by e-mail or telephone.
