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Freshmen Admissions

The University of Flor ida Office of Admissions considers the total high school record,
including grades, test scores, educational objectives and courses completed, and
personal background and experiences when processing admissions applications.

Minimum Admission Requirements

1) Graduation from a regionally accredited or state approved secondary school or
equivalent (GED etc.)

2) Fifteeen academic units, as distributed below:

English 4 years
Math (Algebra 1, Geometry, Algebra 2) 3 years
Natural Sciences (two units w/ lab) 3 years
Social Sciences 3 years
Foreign Language (must be sequential) 2 years

3) A cumulative C average in the academic core.

4) A record of good conduct.

5) A combined score of 950 on the reading and math reason sections of the SAT
with a minimum score of 440 on each.

On the ACT with writing test, a composite score of 19 with a minimum of 17
on the English subsections, and a minimum of 19 on the math subsectionand a
minimum of 18 on the reading section.

As a Freshman admit into the Food and Resource EEonomics Department, you must
complete Critical Tracking courses, college required courses, department required
courses, as well as the Universityds Gener al

Make sure to review your high school transcripts thoroughly to make sure that a ny
Advanced Placement (AP), Inernational Baccalaureate (IB), or Dual Enrollment (DE)
courses have been evaluated and applied to your academic record. Also check that
you have received credit for any College Level Examinations (CLEP).



Transfer Admissi ons and Lower Division Check Off List

FRE Degree Specializations



When you are admitted to the FRE Department, you have the option to choose
between three different specializations. In an effort to avoid d elaying graduation, it
is wise to declare your preferred specialization by the end of your first semester.
You can refer to the degree audit to see what specialization you have been placed in.

Specialization 1

Food and Agribusiness Marketing and Manage ment

Designed for students with interests in management, marketing or finance, this
specialization is appealing to the majority of FRE majors. Employment opportunities
in these areas are relatively strong and very diverse. In the management area,
graduates may enter farm, ranch, plant, human resource or human resource
management. Careers in marketing are also available. There are many firms who
prefer to start new hires in local sales, with successful candidates, proceeding on to
progressively higher le vels of professional responsibility. A willingness to relocated
is ideal. If your interest is finance, opportunities include positions as loan offers with
banks, lending agencies, and economic development agencies.

Specialization 2

Natural Resource, Environmental Economics, and Policy

This specialization is designed for students who are interested in resource
management, environmental quality, and conservation. Many FRE majors who are
interested in applying for admission to Law School choose this specialization, due to
its emphasis on policy related problem solving. The diversity of this specialization
also provides the skills for positions with government agencies specializing in
planning and or rural development, or with environmental consulting f irms. Many of
the students who choose this specialization also choose to continue their education
through graduate studies.

Specialization 3

International Food and Resource Economics

This specialization provides a broad background in economic theory wi th an

emphasis on international development and policy. Many students who choose this
specialization are preparing for graduate studies emphasizing international trade and
development, or for a career working for international organizations or governmenta |

agencies dealing with international relations and trade. Wi t h t hi s speci al
strong foundation in economic theory, students will find it to be an excellent
preparation for graduate studies in Economics, Agricultural Economics, or
International Business.



FRE Minors

The Food and Resource Economics Department offers 5 minors for students in and
outside of the department. Each minor requires 15 credit hours. Specific course
information minor requirements can be found in the UF Online Catalog.

Minor in Food and Resource Economics

A minor in Food and Resource Economics provides students with an exposure to a
road range agricultural economics topics and includes analytical and theoretical
coursework. (not available to FRE majors)

Minor in Agricultural and Natural Resource Law

A minor in agricultural law provides the academic foundation necessary for students
to better understand the laws and regulations governing both production agriculture
(farming) and agribusiness.

Minor in Agricultural and Natural Resources Ethics and Policy

This minor is available for students who wish either to (a) augment their technical

background in the agricultural and resource -related disciplines with selected liberal
arts and science and policy-related courses; or (b) augment their business, humanities,
journalism or social sciences education with coursework that pertains to unique

agricultural and natural resources issues and problems.

Minor in Agribusiness Management and Sales

A minor in agribusiness management and sales provides students with supplemental
coursework in selling and management techniques for agribusiness.

International Humanitarian Assistance

The interdisciplinary minor in international h  umanitarian assistance, in conjunction
with the successful completion of the degree program, provides UF students with
foundational skills and knowledge necessary to contribute productively in nonprofit
organizations, private businesses and the public secor.

ISIS

The Degree Audit

graduation. It is y our responsibility to look at your degree audit every semester with
your academic advisor to make sure you are making sufficient progress toward your
degree.

Advising

In the Food and Resource Economics Department, students are fortunate to have
access ¢ a full time faculty or staff member to serve as their academic advisor. Each
semester, the advising hours may change, but there is usually always an advisor on
staff to help you with your needs. Depending on your specialization, we encourage
you to seespecific advisors based on their research and expertise.

Registration

When the registration system opens up for any given term, it is best that you visit an
advisor to review your degree audit and your program of study to aid you in
registering for courses. Often, there ae possible course substitutions and options for
courses that may not appear on your degree audit. Therefore it is every important to
visit your advisor every semester.

Before seeing an advisor for registration purposes, it is mandatory that you visit IS IS,
review your degree audit, and clear up any holds that may still exist on your record.

Students will be emailed via the UFL listserv regarding advising appointments and
pre-registration. See the appendix for registration checklist and scheduling matrix.

Drop /Add Period

At the beginning of every term, there is a scheduled window in which students can

freely drop and add courses from their schedule. Dropping a course during this

window of time will not result in a W on your record so it is import ant to be aware of

the drop and add deadlines for each term.
webpage to view these dates and pencil them into your calendar.

Dropping or Withdrawing

If you choose to drop a class after the drop/add period, you must petition to drop the

course. Students in the College of Agricultural and Life Sciences are allowed two
odropso6 after they have reached 60 hours.
department are transfer students, you will only have access to two drops because in

most cases, you arrive with 60 hours. If you are a lower division student, you have

two o0dropso6 to use during your | ower divisi:
two for your upper division course work (60<). Dropping a course by petition wil |

result in a W on your transcript.

If you choose to Withdraw from all of your courses in a given semester, you can
withdraw and you still have access to your two free drops. If you withdraw from all

of your courses, it will be clearly indicated on your transcript. There are deadlines to

use a free drop or a semester withdrawal
critical dates and deadlines.

Scholarships

Last year the College of Agriculture and Life Sciences awarded more than $300,000n
scholarships. These scholarships are awarded on the basis of academic performance,
leadership and professional potential. To apply for any of the scholarships, students
need to complete an application form, available in the Dean's office, and must provide
two letters of support to the Dean, w ith the completed application. Typically these
applications are due in February. Selection of award recipients is made during the
summer and award funds are available in the fall.

The FRE Department also awards departmental scholarships in the spring. Please
contact your Academic Advisor for more information about these awards.

CALS Honors Program and Graduating with Honors

The FRE Department participates inthe Col | ege of Agricul ture
Honors program il the first program of its kind for high achieving upper division

students. This program is offered to students with 60 credit hours and a 3.5 GPA or

above. Eligible students enroll in the College Honors Colloguium and take two

honors courses approved by the FRE Department. More information is available from

the FRE Honors Program Coordinator.
